

A Creative and Educational Centre for Gospel Music in East London
The Artz Faktori will be a centre of excellence serving the local community while offering a world view on quality music innovation, arts education, artiste development and training.  It will also provide affordable writing, rehearsal and recording facilities for community artistes.

The Artz Faktori @ Brookdale House has been cleverly designed to utilise every space, giving maximum access and light through the use of glass sliding doors, walls and roof.  As part of its Green policy, the rooms will be heated by solar energy.  The space will comprise a studio control room connecting with a large multi-purpose live room and a mirrored dance area with wooden sprung flooring. The external annexe will be demolished to provide additional car parking space, a bicycle park and recycling area. 

Brookdale House purchased in March 2003, by Revd Bazil Meade and Andrea Encinas-Meade to develop their joint ventures, is the nerve centre of London Community Gospel Choir (LCGC) and British Gospel Arts Consortium (BGA).  LCGC has promoted gospel music internationally through performance since 1983, while British Gospel Arts does so through music education in schools, youth & community organisations, the public and corporate sector, since 2000.

The Artz Faktori will offer a comprehensive curriculum in gospel music & arts education to the community including:

· Courses in performance, music technology & instruments, gospel singing and dance for all ages in the community

· Professional development courses for musicians, singers, songwriters, choral leaders and choral units

· Courses for ancillary music personnel e.g. stage managers, sound technicians and engineers

· Courses for artistes working in youth and community education 

· Courses in the business of music and the arts industry

The British Gospel Arts Consortium, the lead organisation in managing The Artz Faktori development is currently applying for registered charity status.  It is a not-for-profit organisation and all of its income goes back into developing its educational and community programmes.

As soon as it receives its Registered Charity status, it will be able to apply for tax relief on the donations made to The Artz Faktori through the Gift Aid scheme.

About Gift Aid
UK charities are entitled to 28% tax reclaim from the Inland Revenue on every £1 donated by UK taxpayers. Unfortunately, charities often miss out on this extra income because it is too expensive to process the paperwork on small donations. 

What do I have to do?
When you donate, you will be asked to confirm whether or not you are a UK taxpayer. Please note that tax can only be reclaimed on donations made by individuals who pay UK income or capital gains tax at least equal to the amount reclaimed on their donations in the current tax year. 

Benefits to higher-rate taxpayers

If you pay tax at the higher rate, you can reclaim tax relief on your gross donation at 18% (e.g. the difference between the higher rate of tax at 40% and the basic rate at 22%).

For example, if you give £100 we can reclaim an extra £28.21 for the charity and you can reclaim another £23.08. As a result, a £100 gift worth £128.21 to your favourite charity only costs you £76.92.

What if I am not a UK taxpayer?

The Gift Aid scheme is unique to the UK. If you are not a UK taxpayer, you can still make a donation but your donation will not attract the 28% tax 'bonus'.
